This time of year’s for the birds

February means we are on the downhill side of winter and
spring is right around the corner! Lots of changes can be expected.
For example, birds that have their nesting range in our area will
be checking out all suitable sites. And this is where you come in.
We're building bird houses and feeders! To see the greatest
number and variety of birds you need to offer food, water, or shelter.
And though you can buy pre-made items, there is great satisfaction seeing
birds come to a structure you made yourself. In addition to the feeder
and birdhouse kits, we will discuss how you can enhance your property
for the benefit of wildlife. One important reminder: to assure we have
enough materials make sure you have made your reservation for the
2nd and 4th Saturdays of the month by calling the concierge.

Salamander season is here
