The Bald Head Island Club’s 18-hole seaside golf
course winds its way over dunes, around lagoons,
along the ocean, and through a maritime forest. Course
designer George Cobb, who for 20 years was the lead
consultant at Augusta National, left much of the terrain
the way he found it, creating a course of almost unpar-
alleled wild beauty.

Located just south of Charlotte, The Club at Longview
spreads out around a Jack Nicklaus Signature course.
The community’s 10,000-square-foot activity center has
massage and steams rooms, a fitness center and a Youth
Lodge, along with a pool, hot tub and tennis courts. The
28,000-square-foot clubhouse offers formal and casual
dining rooms, along with a bar and grill. The commu-
nity’s latest real estate offering includes The Cottages,
designed in a distinctive Tudor style with dramtic slop-
ing roofs and diamond-grid windows. The homes, with
about 3,000 square feet of living space, start in the low
