Gardeners give back
to the community while

pursuing their passion

Spring has sprung at Lake Keowee, and The Reserve’s Garden Club is
taking advantage of it! The group, brought together by their love of
plants, has planned an exciting season of activities for current members
and interested Reserve residents alike.

The club, started last summer by Linda Baker, Georgia Elley and Cathy
Walsh, aims to learn more about gardening in order to improve and
nurture the beauty of their environment. Informal monthly gatherings
are held on the third Friday of each month from February through
November; everyone is welcome.

Since the club’s inception, participants have enjoyed an afternoon with a
local landscape designer, a daytrip to an Easley daylily farm, a wildflower
lecture, pruning and trimming tips from a local PhD, and a nature hike.
Perhaps their most high-profile project is the recent adoption of the
Pagoda Gardens overlooking The Reserve Marina Amphitheater in the
Village.

Activities planned for this spring and summer include a May visit to
Head-Lee Nursery in Seneca, an excursion in June to explore the
Southern Highlands Reserve garden in Cashiers and an August meeting
at The Reserve to discuss preserving and cooking with our area’s plentiful
summer produce.

These men and women don’t just play in the dirt, many of them are cer-
tified Master Gardeners! Partricia Kliphouse and Cathy Walsh have been
Master Gardeners for more than 10 years. And with the encouragement
of the Community Foundation, five more members — Georgia Elley,
Caren Smith, Karen Hughes, Nancy Kennedy, and Foundation Director
Kathryn Gravely — have just completed their coursework through
Clemson University’s Extension program.

Interested gardeners can enroll in next year’s class, scheduled for January
through May 2012, but it is limited to 30 participants and fills quickly.

As a local service project, the Garden Club’s Master Gardener students
are arranging a butterfly-friendly garden at the Pickens’ A. R. Lewis
Elementary School’s gazebos, in addition to improving the school’s
other existing gardens.

After the Master Gardeners complete the project, members of The
Reserve Garden Club will help continue the program; any interested

Shady Grove Fire Station’s proximity to The Reserve
has always provided the community peace of mind,
in addition to lower insurance rates. Now property
owners have yet another reason to feel safe: the

substation has added a top of the line engine to its fleet.

Engine 6, the station’s newest “baby,” will supplement the numerous ways
the firehouse is able to serve and protect The Reserve’s families. It is a mini-
pumper that provides a quicker response for medical calls when needed.

The engine’s compartment design allows more room for medical equipment.
From stretchers and backboards to defibrillators and oxygen, this engine will
come prepared to assist anyone in need of urgent medical attention.

A short wheel base helps ensure access to even the tightest or steepest
driveways. Four wheel drive and automatic snow chains provide extra safety
in inclement weather. The new engine has been armed with life jackets and
throw ropes to aid in any lakeside crises.

Additionally, auto extrication equipment, or the “Jaws of Life,” is on board
— another means of assisting our community when emergency
situations arise.

Newest addition promises even
more safety for Reserve residents

Engine 6 also features a foam suppression system, intended to
increase water efficiency, minimize water damage within homes and
combat both gasoline and flammable metal fires. New this year is the
presence of medical bags in all of the engines in the Shady Grove fleet.

“We are excited to offer so many safety and technological advancements in
our station’s latest addition,” said Bobby Cummins, Reserve property owner
and volunteer fireman. “Great thought goes into the details of our engines,
allowing us to better protect this community. | hope it provides our neigh-
bors even greater peace of mind.”

A full-time fire station operated by the city of Pickens, Shady Grove FD was
built on Pine Grove Church Road in 2005 and expanded in 2010. The
Reserve donated the two and half acres on which the station was built. The
station is positioned within five miles of each of The Reserve’s home sites.

One full-time fireman is always on duty at the station. Three firemen make
up the 24 hour on/48 hour off rotation. All other manpower is provided by
volunteers.

MEMBER SPOTLIGHT:
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You may know him as your neighbor, but Reserve resident Tom Shull is also a talented guitarist and
singer-songwriter whose name you might see on i lunes when his new album is released in the fall.

Inspired by the legendary James Taylor, Tom
taught himself how to play the guitar back
in high school and has been performing
ever since. "l went off to college at Miami
(of Ohio) University where | performed for a
lot of ‘coffee houses’ and formed my first
band there—I've been playing in various
groups ever since,” says Tom. Before he and
his wife, Patti, moved from Ohio to The
Reserve in 2006, Tom was performing with
a group called “Second Shift" which played
all over the Ohio, Indiana and Kentucky
tri-state area. “We played a wide variety of
music but classic rock was our backbone—
Beatles, Eagles, Motown, Buffett, etc. —people seemed to like the popular
songs they could sing and dance to.”

Entertaining a crowd comes naturally to Tom and he isn‘t shy about sharing
his talent with The Reserve, making solo appearances at several Pub Night
events and private parties over the years, and he has invited his band mates
to join him as the entertainment for this year's annual Oyster Roast on
August 27th. “Even though the band has officially ‘broken up,” we still get
together once or twice a year to play a few gigs—we’'ve had too many
good times together! The guys are really looking forward to coming down

Tom, who, by the way, is also known as “T-bird”
by all his friends back in Ohio.

After moving to South Carolina, Tom needed
something to supply his “music fix,” so he began
to play an acoustic solo act around the Upstate
at various clubs and for private parties, playing
classic “feel-good” sing-alongs for his audiences.
However, it was while performing at The Reserve
that his talent was recognized by fellow resident,
Marc Watson, who encouraged him to record his
music. “After playing one of my gigs here at the
Reserve, Marc offered to help record an original

song | wrote, “If We Try,” and also inspired our latest project of recording
a whole CD/album.” Not having enough original material ready for this
effort, Tom decided to reinvent the music of a well-known popular artist
whose songs no one had ever done “acoustically” (on guitar). Six months
of planning, practice, and studio time has resulted in a composition called
“Makin’ Friends—An Acoustic Tribute to Sir Elton John” which Tom and
Marc plan to release by the end of this summer.
